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Practicing Writing an Argument 

Historical Argument – “Bacon’s Rebellion was a turning point in early Colonial America.”

Support (write an argument that proves this statement to be correct), Modify (write an argument that this along with another event or events were also turning points), or Refute (write an argument that proves this statement wrong) with specific historical evidence.

Step 1:  Determine what you know 
· Jot dot evidence that either supports this statement or refutes this statement.  
· Should have at least two pieces of evidence on each side. 
· You may work with your group mates on brainstorming evidence. 
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Step 2: Write your own argument: Write your argument either supporting, modifying, or refuting the statement made above.  Must be your own work and must be written in complete sentences. 
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
